Summary/Purpose

The purpose of this legislation is to partially vacate public Right-of-Way on the east side of 28th Street South, between Fairchild Street East
and Fairchild Street West, to create a uniform corridor of property/Right-of-Way lines.

Background

The owner of 2803 Fairchild Street East, Jacob Kramer, requested an investigation into the property/Right-of-Way lines on the west side of
his property. It was determined that the property lines were platted in a non-continuous fashion. The east side of 28th Street was reviewed

for possible future public uses, including sidewalk. There are no apparent current or future needs for the area in question, for
Rights-of-Way, Utilities, or the general health, safety, and welfare of the public.
