PROPOSED ANGLED PARKING DIAGRAM

200 block:

20 spaces = 21 spaces including 3 parklets
which convert back to 4 spaces
in off season, or 25: +5 spaces

| 300 block:

24 spaces = 25 spaces including 2 parklets
wihich convert back to 6 spaces
inoff season, or 31: + 7 spaces.
