Summary/Purpose

The La Crosse Hazmat Team has recieved $25,000 annually for over 10 years. The Hazmat Team has mandatory training and FEMA

exercises that must be attended. Participation in exercises and response requires specialized training and travel. The money provided by
the state covers those expenses and backfill for LCFD personnel.

Background

The relatoionship between the State of Wisconsin's radiological services is critical to response capabilities in the event of serious rad
incident. The funding and training provided by the State has greatly enhanced the Hazmat Team's ability to assess and monitor radiological
incidents.

It was assumptive that the contract was auto renewed annually, which is not the case. It does require council notification and
approval.

Fiscal Impact

Annual compensation offsets the cost of response, training, travel, and backfill.
