Summary/Purpose

To relocate District 10 (wards 19 and 20) polling location from South Community Library to the HMOOB Cultural and Community Agency
(HCCA) at 1815 Ward Avenue.

Background

The South Community Library has served as a polling location for a number of years and it was recently announced that it will be closing
effective December 1, 2023. Polling places must be fully accessible meeting required standards of the Wisconsin Election Commission.
We look for public buildings that have a good amount of parking, are recognizable to residents, located within the district or as close as
possible, and adequate room to accommodate election day activities (people, equipment, supplies). The HCCA building already serves as a
polling place and meets the accessibility standards and is one mile from the South Community Library. The building has several wide open
spaces for voting activities and has a very large parking lot. It is an adequate space to accommodate two districts for voting.
