Summary/Purpose
The purpose of the ordinance is to spell out the public involvement process and publicly document the use of best-

practices design features. It identifies the appropriate committees with representatives from the public who bring
informed, multiple user points-of-view: the Bicycle-Pedestrian Advisory Committee, and the Committee for Citizens
with Disabilities. The ordinance also require specific written notations in the capital budget that will show a more
systematic approach to enhancing street safety, accessibility and sustainability. It will highlight the types of complete
streets features the City uses, and where and how they are used.

Background

Council members regularly respond to constituents who request traffic calming and accessibility measures
on their neighborhood streets. While the city adopted a Green Complete Streets ordinance decades ago,
its implementation by the City and visibility to the public is uneven, resulting in these repeated, ad-hoc
requests. Without this ordinance change, traffic calming and accessibility measures would be unequally
distributed in the city based on the level of citizen access to municipal decision-making, not need.
