Summary/Purpose

Adding the HMOOB (Hmong) Cultural and Community Agency to the list of alternate absentee voting sites for elections in 2024.

Background

In-person absentee voting is permitted during the 14-day period before each election. Absentee voting locations may be established
outside of the City Clerk's Office but must be approved by the governing body. Because of space constraints and non-exclusive use of the
public space at City Hall, it is necessary to designate other locations to accommodate the number of in-person absentee voters.

In September 2023, three absentee voting sites were designated (La Crosse City Call, Southside Neighborhood Center and Northside Policing
Center). Adding sites throughout the City will allow more accessible and equitable voting for our residents and alleviate some of the
pressures at the polling places on election day.

Fiscal Impact

No cost for alternate sites. The only cost is to staff each site with election inspectors and funding is approved in the Operating Budget.
