	Summary/Purpose: The updates can mostly be surmised into three main categories: 
1) General corrections and updates (for ex: Vision 2020 was updated to Imagine 2040). Language was added/edited to align with current economic development priorities and best practices.
The understanding of effective economic development, as well the economic landscape of the City of La Crosse is always evolving, particularly given the impacts of the pandemic. The intent of these changes is to have an economic development approach that is relevant, effective, and efficient in supporting and promoting a vibrant local economy.
2) Merging the Economic Development Commission and Community Development Committee
The intent of this merge is to balance engagement, efficiency, and effectiveness in the role of the City's governing boards.
3) Moving the majority of TIF-related items to a policy document rather than codified in our ordinance.
