Summary/Purpose

It has been determined by city staff and consultants that the upgrades to the mechanicals, amenities and liner at Erickson pool should be
done prior to the upgrades at the Northside Community Pool. The wall for the surge tank has begun to bow and will need to be replaced.

Background

The Parks Department requested $425,000 in the 2024 CIP Budget for repairs at the Northside Community Pool with Erickson pool being

the Parks Departments busiest pool and the deteriorating nature of the surge tank wall, the determination was made to move the funds to
Erickson to try and prevent both pools from being off-line at the same time.
