Summary/Purpose

Allow surrounding fire departments and educational institutions to use the training tower for the purposes of firefighting training. Set fees
and provisions that allow for use expectations and cost recovery of maintenance and NFPA compliance inspections.

Background

A priority strategic goals for the LCFD has been increased collaborative relationships with mutual aid partners. Past agreements for
allowable training activities have either expired or have no avenue to share costs to maintain the training tower. This agreement addresses
the shared costs, training perimeters, and liability waivers that have limited training opportunities in the recent past.

Prior to the construction of this agreement by the training bureau and legal department, multiple agencies have agreed in principle to
commit funds and regularly scheduled trainings at the tower.

This type of agreement will build and strengthen opportunities to train together and enhance collaborative public safety efforts.

Fiscal Impact

It is expected that this agreement will generate and estimated $5000.00 annually to offset the costs of mandated 3rd party safety
inspections and required maintenance of burn rooms.
