Section I: Changing so the City is up to date to adopt the current code that is adopted by the State. Section Il: Update for current submittal
plans. Section lll: Adding HVAC to be consistent. Section IV: Clarify to the date a permit is issued. Section V: This does not need to be in
the code per the Finance Dept. This is done regardless. Section VI: Needed to renumber after removing the previous section. Section VII:
FEMA form number has changed. Section VIII: Update for current ways to notify customers and correct errors. Section IX: The fire limits
are more restrictive due to the zero lot line of buildings in the down town area. This would give flexibility in situations where zero lot line
buildings do not exist. Section X: Update how this section is currently enforced. Section XI: In certain situations it may not be feasible to
remove a footing/foundation completely. This section would allow a footing/foundation to remain without the need to appeal this section
to the Board of Building/Housing Appeals. Section Xll: To continue to require a licensed Electrician to obtain a permit for electrical work.
