Summary/Purpose

[The purpose is to amend and add an additional Capital Improvement Project into the 2026-2030 Capital Improvement Budget.
Architectural and engineering services would be completed in 2026 with construction to begin in 2027.

Background

City Hall has gone through a floor-by-floor remodel over the last 5 years. These renovations have maximized space and efficiency in a 50-

year old building. The 6th floor, Human Resources and Mayors offices have not been renovated, and the floor lobby area is still intact. The
only floors not renovated in City Hall are the 1st and 6th floor.

Fiscal Impact

$32,200 of unappropriated note funds to be spent on design in 2026
Yet to be determined from 2027-2031 CIP requested funds
