Summary/Purpose

Proposed legislation stems from Federal DOJ enforcement proceedings against municipalities with ordinances encouraging or requiring
evictions in nuisance related circumstances. Subsequent Federal DOJ recommendation indicated that municipalities should remove certain
ordinance provisions that may implicate the Fair Housing Act (FHA), Title VI of the Civil Rights Act, Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), and
the Violence Against Women Act (VAWA). The purpose of this legislation is to comply with the same. In addition, the proposed legislation
eliminates language that can hinder progress in local abatement proceedings.
