Summary/Purpose

To establish a three-year contract with the Coulee Region Humane Society for animal imoundment for the City of La Crosse.

Background

In 2023, the La Crosse Police Department was tasked with creating and taking over animal control duties for the City of La Crosse. The City
signed a 1-year contract with Coulee Region Humane Society for the housing of animals at their facility, as the City did not have a holding
facility available for animals. This program has been a success and the City looks to continue Animal Control services in the future.

Fiscal Impact

IThe City saved money when the Police Department took over Animal Control as the City no longer had to pay CRHS to provide animal
control. The City does still have to pay for animal housing fees of $108,000.00 in 2024, $111,000.00 in 2025, and $114,000.00 in 2026.
