Summary/Purpose

To purchase up to three (3) single-axle dump trucks in lieu of one (1) tandem dump truck, and to purchase two (2) rollers in lieu of one (1),
which are more suited to their purposes and will last longer.

Background

The Street Department can more efficiently use its existing staff and fleet for construction, maintenance, and plowing/salting operations
with three single-axle trucks, instead of one tandem, at this time. The single-axle fleet is in need of replacement sooner, and since brine
operations will not be increased due to the delay of the brine tank building, it would be better to work toward replacement of single-axle
trucks by getting three-for-one. Similarly, the one roller that was requested for roadway construction would be better replaced by two

smaller rollers that can better handle the individual tasks of rolling asphalt (which needs to be smooth and even) and rolling subgrade rock,
soil, and sand, which it better suited to a wheeled roller that would not be damaged by the uneven and rocky materials.
