Summary/Purpose

This legislation approves the agreement with The Parenting Place to facilitate the final ARPA-funded years of a
multi-year project to improve the City's childcare industry. The focus areas for the remaining years will be
workforce recruitment, business start-up and expansion, revenue models to support retention, a marketing and
outreach campaign, and the ongoing sustainability of this work/impact after ARPA funding is no longer available.

Background

In March 2021, the City Council passed a Resolution allocating ~$2million of ARPA funds towards childcare. In
July 2021, another Resolution was passed, approving an agreement with The Parenting Place to facilitate Year
1. In July 2022, an additional Resolution was passed, approved a second agreement with The Parenting Place to
facilitate Year 2. These agreements have been successfully implemented as can be seen in the attached report.
