Summary/Purpose

Under the proposed agreement, Drift Share Inc. would be allowed the store bicycles used in the Drift Cycle Community Bike Share Program
at the decommissioned fire Station Located at 626 Monitor St.

The terms and storage arrangement would be illustrated in an Memorandum of Understanding signed by the City (Fire Chief) and Drift
Share Inc.

Background

The Fire Department currently uses the building for storage of equipment and apparatus during a remodel project at Station 3. It currently
has vacant space that could be used to store bikes.

The City has established a reputable relationship through the bike sharing program and culminating in the City-sponsored Bicycle-Sharing
Program Operating Agreement. (Resolution 25-0697)

The Fire Chief is looking for the council to approve the storage through a formal Memorandum of Understanding to limit liability and
formalize terms of the agreement.
