Summary/Purpose

To correct errors and omissions when the Fee Schedule was adopted by Council at the annual budget meeting on November 17, 2025.

Background

Sec. 4-153 authorizes an application review fee when producers apply to sell alcohol away from the production premise. This is not a
license issued by the municipality but requires review and approval which is then submitted to the State Division of Alcohol Beverages.

Most often these are in filed in conjunction with a special event. The City Clerk proposes a $10 fee which is consistent with the application
fee for a Temporary "Class B" license.

Sec. 40-108 correction is to streamline processing permits and balance a slight fee increase, change from $2/day to $25 week.
