	WHEREAS, three properties were recently annexed into the City of La Crosse and all three cross county supervisory district boundaries; and

WHEREAS, a separate ward must be created for each annexation for election administration; and

WHEREAS, Section 5.40(3)(a), Wis. Stats. provides that the municipality may elect to utilize paper ballots instead of voting machines, so long as the number of electors residing in the territory does not exceed 100.
