Summary/Purpose

Funds to cover increased cost to rehab largest Sanitary Lift Station to increase reliability.

Background

When this project was originally budgeted for in 2019 staff anticipated a fairly straightforward improvement project to the sanitary lift
station. Once it was discovered the project would be more complicated due to the changed in electrical code and other necessary updates,
additional time was needed for engineering design. Once the design was ready, other projects took precedent and staff worked with a

consultant to look for funding opportunities. The project finally came to fruition upon being awarded clean water fund loan through the
DNR and moved forward with the bid process in 2026.

Fiscal Impact

Budget increase of $1,000,000 that will ultimately be paid using a Clean Water Fund Loan.
