*Add La Crosse Center to exemptions.
*Establish minimum height of beer gardens at 3-1/2 feet regardless of class. 
*Add wall and barrier options to beer garden fencing regulations.
*Update references building code. 


	Background: Facilities/establishments on city-owned land have generally been exempt; this amendment adds La Crosse Center to that list.

Per current ordinance, the height of Class B and D beer gardens (restaurant) must be 3-1/2 feet.  The height of Class A (taverns/non-restaurant) and C (recreational) is between 6-8 feet.   The amendment establishes a minimum height of 3-1/2 feet for all classes of beer gardens and provides flexibility for non-restaurant beer garden licensees to have shorter fences.

Current ordinance requires fencing to surround the beer garden area.  This amendment allows walls and barriers to surround a beer garden in addition to fencing, which could include rock/stone, plantings/shubbery, etc. as long as it is well-maintained and in compliance with the fence code in Sec. 115-398.
