Summary/Purpose

The Idle Sites Redevelopment grant requires a Resolution, and if working with a private developer on the project, a development
agreement, be included in the City's application for this funding.

Background

The City has been working with Barron Island LLC on their efforts to redevelop 455 Park Plaza. The current conceptual site plans involve a
mixed use development that includes approx. 150 residential units, restaurant, coffee shop, fitness lounge, boat club and boat docks.

The developer is ready to begin site preparation (demoing the existing building, environmental remediation, etc). WEDC offers a a grant to
municipalities for this called the Idle Sites Redevelopment grant.
