Summary/Purpose

To reallocate unappropriated capital funds from 2022/2023 Cass St sidewalk infill to three (3) projects in 2024, including Traffic Calming on
Main Street, Annual Sidewalk & ADA Replacement, and Annual Sidewalk Infill.

Background

The funds allocated to Cass Street did not require full use of the CIP project estimate. Those funds could be reallocated to complete the

three (3) projects whose bids came in over the budgeted amounts. The use of these funds, and acceptance of the current bids would be
favorable to the City, as a rejection of bids would not likely result in lower prices upon a rebid.
