Summary/Purpose

This legislation approves two agreements. One agreement memorializes the scope of services and other conditions upon which the City of
La Crosse provides building and inspection services. The other agreement modifies the terms of the fire protection agreement.

Background

City Council approved Resolution 19-1588 in December, 2019 with the Town of Medary for the City to provide fire protection, first

responder, rescue and inspection services. At that time, the City and the Town never memorialized a written agreement for building permit

and building inspection services. This legislation adopts an agreement for building permit and building inspection services, as well as
changes the agreement for fire protection, first responder, rescue and inspection services.

Fiscal Impact

Approximately $450,000 will be released to the City of La Crosse and additional insurance protection for the City.
