Summary/Purpose

To update Chapter 4 with housekeeping and typo/grammar corrections, adding clarifications and more detail as needed, and bringing our
ordinance consistent with state law following 2023 Act 73 changes to alcohol regulations.

Background

2023 Act 73 incorporated several changes in state alcohol laws, such as:
*Removing references to "Class C" winery license as municipalities no longer issue this license class.

*Removing the limitation on eligibility for a "Class C" wine license - no longer has to be a restaurant with alcohol sales less than 50%. Also
extended this to Class "B" Beer licenses which was a local restriction.

*Created regulations for Full-service Retail Outlets for producers and consistencies with Temporary Class B licenses.
*Conditions for "Class B" licensees selling "cocktails to go".
