Summary/Purpose

This is our annual request to apply for State operating and capital assistance for our transit service.

Background

Over 50% of the transit department is funded through federal and state grants. These are competitive grant programs that require certain
documents in order to apply. They require authorization from the local municipalities for local match understanding as part of the
application. These grants are not approved and funds are not available until mid-way through the fiscal year that they are applied for.
