The occasional use of temporary storage containers for home moving activities is required by moving companies, as the request of their
clients who are residents and/or owners in the City of La Crosse. Neither the existing Temporary Street Privilege Permit or Dumpster Permit

sections of the Municipal Code cover such containers. Their placement, use, frequency, and bonding and insurance requirements are most
in line with the temporary placement of construction dumpsters in the R/W.
