Summary/Purpose

To amend the Brush Site ordinance, creating its own subsection and authorizing fees and fund related to the Brush Site.

Background

The City of La Crosse has been operating a Brush Site at the Municipal Service Center for decades on a permit basis for properties in the City
of La Crosse. The site generates tons of compost, woodchips, and fuel for sustainable power. Operations of the Brush Site are vital to
annual operations and grant funding from the Department of Natural Resources. The Site currently requires funding from the general levy

for operations and maintenance. This Ordinance authorizes user fees for use of the Site, and directs creation and use of a non-levy fund as
a source of revenue to maintain and operate the site.

Fiscal Impact

Estimated $50,000 to $65,000 revenue from residential and commercial permits.
