Summary/Purpose

STH 16 is a four-lane connecting highway with an urban cross section with two parking lanes and two driving lanes. The pavement is
deteriorated. All intersections along the corridor are flagged for intersection crashes. The State will replace existing pavement, curb and
gutter, update pedestrian ramps to meet ADA requirements, replace utilities, and add bicycle lanes. Water, Sanitary sewer, parking lanes,
and community sensitive designs will be fully funded by the City.
