Background

The City of La Crosse receives HOME funds through the Department of Housing & Urban Development (HUD). HOME guidelines dictate that
15% of the total allocation must be set aside by a specific type of nonprofit called a Community Housing Development Organization (CHDO).
A CHDO is a private nonprofit, community based organization that has staff with the capacity to develop affordable housing for the

community. In order to qualify for the designation as a CHDO, the organization must meet requirements regarding legal status,
organizational structure, and capacity and experience.
