Summary/Purpose

Adjusting ward and aldermanic district boundaries to fix ward splits created with the recently approved assembly district boundaries.

Background

In 2021, the City redistricted following the 2020 census and adopted a ward plan and aldermanic district boundaries.

Following challenges with state legislative maps since redistricting, new legislative boundaries were recently approved. The City is now split
in three Assembly Districts: 94, 95, and 96. The new assembly districts created various ward splits throughout the City, and per state law,
wards cannot be split. This ordinance adjusts ward/aldermanic boundaries to fix those splits so that wards are entirely in one assembly

district.

These changes must be adopted and in the State's hands by May 24, 2024 to accommodate fall partisan elections.
