Background

The project work includes removals and installations for roadway, curb & gutter, sidewalk, alley and driveway approaches, corner curb
ramps, decorative streetscape lighting, and traffic signal replacement. Additional work was required for ADA compliance and to better

match existing conditions and accommodate private properties. Most of this work was concrete flatwork, including alley and driveway
approaches, corner curb ramps, and sidewalks.

Fiscal Impact

$15,000 of unused funds, within previously approved limits of the CIP budget for the project.
