Summary/Purpose

The purpose of the request is to partially vacate an unimproved portion of the 8th St right-of-way, thus reducing maintenance and
improving business operations located at 729 La Crosse Street.

Background

A partial vacation request was applied for by the adjacent property owner. The request was approved by the BPW, 4/15/2024. This is a
dead end roadway that was once platted to provide access to the north, an area that was never developed as it is part of the La Crosse River

Marsh. There is no expected public benefit to maintaining the full R/W width, as there are no utilities underground, and the current
roadway is constructed as a concrete alley.
