Summary/Purpose

The purpose of this resolution is to meet the requirements of the Wisconsin Department of Transportation - Transportation Alternatives
Program (TAP) Grant with a resolution of support for the proposed projects being submitted. The TAP grant requires that a local resolution

of support from a governing body that has authority to make financial commitment on behalf of the project sponsor (Common Council) is
passed and submitted prior to award.

Background

The Planning, Development and Assessment Department, on behalf of the Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Committee, along with the Parks
and Recreation Department will be applying for the Wisconsin Department of Transportation - Transportation Alternative Program Grant.
The four projects being submitted are the King Street Greenway, Avon Street Greenway, St.Cloud/St. James Cycle Track, and Willow Trail
Resiliency. These projects are identified as priority transportation projects in various plans including the Bicycle and Pedestrian Master Plan
(2012), Safe Routes to School Plan (2020), 2035 Coulee Regional Bicycle Plan, and the La Crosse River Marsh Hydrology Analysis Report.

Fiscal Impact

The Wisconsin Department of Transportation requires municipalities fund 100% of project costs upfront and will reimburse up to 80% of
approved and eligible project costs once the project is complete.

The City should take advantage of grant opportunities available to maintain and/or develop important infrastructure and resources. This
item is recommended for approval.
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
