Summary/Purpose

Reallocate $56,602.00 from Capital Equipment Account 269-2021 for the purchase of Knox Company Key Secure Knox Boxes and CRM Fleet
Vehicle replacement.

Background

Original Capital Equipment funding was awarded in 2021 for the purchase of a new Fire Safety Trailer. Other funding was obtained from
federal assistance to firefighters grants for purchase of the trailer. The $70,000 designated for the trailer was reallocated in 2022 for
purchase of a Fire Prevention Fire Dog Robot for $13,113.00. The remaining $56,602.00 was for the replacement of the Kitchen Fire and
Sprinkler Simulation Trainer. It was determined the existing kitchen trailer could be repaired for a small amount of money. The current
resolution asks that the remaining unspent money be used to purchase Knox Box Key Secure Boxes for fire apparatus and CRM Fleet Vehicle
replacement. The cost for the Knox Boxes is $18,138.00. The balance would be used to purchase a smaller and more economical
replacement vehicle for Community Risk Management Educator, Limited Term Employee(s), and intern(s).
