Summary/Purpose

To levy one-time special assessments for part of costs to install new Water Mains in said blocks, per calculation methods in Municipal Code
and per existing Utility policies.

Background

New Water Main would be installed in said block to replace long services from adjacent streets. Based on prescribed caps for assessment of
partial costs to install new water main, calculations were made for properties in the blocks, including those properties with long services

being replaced, that had not had previous assessments made. Assessments are one-time. Assessments can either be paid in full or spread
across ten (10) or fifteen (15) years, per existing Code.
