	Summary/Purpose: The purpose of this resolution is to use up the existing funding from the 2022-2026 Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) from Tax Increment Finance (TIF) District 11 budget item #737. This resolution will expand the area that the Paint and Fix Up Grant Program is available to, which will include Washburn Neighborhood. The Washburn Neighborhood boundary includes West Avenue on the east, Jackson Street on the south, Mississippi River on the west, Cass Street from the Mississippi River to 7th St; Main Street from 7th St to West Avenue on the north. The Downtown neighborhood would also still be eligible for the grant funds and their boundary includes the Mississippi River on the west, the centerline of West Avenue on the east, the south side of Cass Street on the south, and the marsh on the north. 
	Background: The Paint and Fix Up grant program is available to residential homes in a targeted area of the city. There are no income qualifications and it allows property owners to apply for up to $1,000 for exterior repairs and improvements. This round of the Paint and Fix Up Grant Program for the Downtown Neighborhood began accepting applications on March 17, 2025. Postcards were sent out in January to notify property owners about the upcoming opportunity. The opportunity was also posted on social media and the Downtown Neighborhood Association also advertised the grant program. There is still funding available for about 18 projects. 
	Fiscal Impact: None - funding has already been allocated.
