Appropriating TID #11 funding for the existing King Street Neighborhood Greenway CIP Project.

Background

The King Street Neighborhood Greenway concept was created in the original Citywide Bicycle Pedestrian Plan. Several phases have
completed work from 7th Street to 22nd Street. The King Street Greenway Extension will complete the blocks from Front Street to 7th
Street. Stakeholder and Public Information meetings were completed in 2020-2021, and concepts were selected by the Board of Public
Works and included in CIP project requests for the Common Council. Due to coordination on other projects and expanded scope of work to

entail all utilities and street paving, additional funds are required for the blocks from Front Street to 3rd Street. Requested funds are all TID
#11.
