Summary/Purpose

The facility is currently vacant. The Buildings and Grounds division is requesting the building at 1307 16th St S (Parcel #17-50265-10) be
listed as surplus property. This is the first step in making the parcel available for either rehabilitation or redevelopment. The Parks,

Recreation, and Forestry Department, of which Facilities is housed within, will work with the Planning Department to facilitate an RFP
(Request for Proposal) process to begin the next steps.

Background

The La Crosse Public Library made the decision to close the Southside Community Library at the end of 2023. Once the closing of this facility
occured, the building became the responsibility of the Parks Department, Facilities division. The facility does not meet any current or future

needs of the City of La Crosse. The Parks, Recreation, and Forestry Department is currently working with elected members, the public, and
city staff for potential future use.

Fiscal Impact
