Summary/Purpose

Updating the current licensing requirement for mobile retail sales, transient merchants and door-to-door solicitors and making regulations

consistent with a similar ordinance regulating outdoor and mobile food vendors. Also creating the option for a temporary (90-day) license
or an annual license.

Background

This ordinance will update current licensing requirements capturing the various mobile and transient selling methods, including farmers
markets and trade shows, and regulating the activities consistent with outdoor and mobile food sales. Regulations prevent safety, traffic
and health hazards as well as preserve peace, safety and welfare of the community.

The ordinance will regulate mobile retail similarly to mobile food who may operate in public way and limit parking locations to protect brick

and motar businesses. Additionally, current Code regulates tradeshows but not farmers markets which are similar gatherings of vendors
selling in one location temporarily.
