Summary/Purpose

This Legislation will put City Ordinances in compliance with State Statute for Conditional Use Permits.

Background

2017 Wisconsin Act 67 overhauled Conditional Use Permit standards. Conditional Use Permits are disfavored and require substantial
evidence on the part of the City to deny a permit application. Currently, our Conditional Use Permit process is not in compliance with State
Statutes. This Legislation will put the Municipal Code in compliance with State Statute. After consulting with the Planning Department, most

conditional uses in Chapter 115 are being migrated to permitted uses. The remaining conditional uses that will require Conditional Use
permits are required by State Statute, and will be amended as part of future legislation.
