Summary/Purpose

To relocate District 7 (Wards 17 and 18) polling location from Hogan Administrative Center to Our Redeemer Lutheran Church, 2135 Weston
Street.

Background

Hogan Administrative Center has served as a the District 7 polling location for a number of years; however, is being demolished to make
way for a new building to be completed in August 2027.

Our Redeemer Church has been qualified to serve as a temporary polling location and is just over 1 mile from the current polling site.
Polling places must be fully accessible meeting required standards of the Wisconsin Election Commission. We look for public buildings that
have available parking, are recognizable to residents, located within the district or as close as possible, and adequate room to accommodate
election day activities (people, equipment, supplies). Our Redeemer Lutheran Church meets the accessibility standards.
