Summary/Purpose

To provide update to the existing camping ordinance under Sec. 32-5. The proposed amendment will establish the Common Council to be
the arbiter for determining any future prohibitions of camping on city-owned property in place of the Board of Public Works.

Background

Over the past year, the Board of Public Works has designated prohibition of camping on many city-owned parcels. These determinations
have responded to practical and political considerations important to all citizens of La Crosse to ensure safety or the preservation of lands

and recreational areas. The Common Council, composed of representatives for all districts and residents of the City, will be in a better
position to weight future decisions of camping prohibition of such major interest to all citizens.
