Summary/Purpose

The phasing of the RPD development (Phase Il) required Causeway Boulevard construction to occur in multiple years to ensure access to
local businesses and properties, resulting in a longer contract time and more complex staging, and additional funds are required for the
professional services to deliver this project.

Background

The City of La Crosse entered into a professional services agreement with SEH as part of the CIP project (#173) for construction
administration and inspection, to more efficiently coordinate the work with the adjacent River Point District (RPD) development.

Fiscal Impact

$65,000 from TID 18, $75,000 from Sanitary Sewer Utility, and $15,000 from Water Utility
