	Summary/Purpose: To bring local ordinance in compliance with Wis. Stat. §134.65 relating to regulations for cigarette, tobacco and electronic vaping devices, to codify a process for renewal applications and to establish a late fee for applications that miss the deadline, and to repeal and recreate Section 32-187 regarding the minimum age to purchase or possess cigarettes or tobacco products.


	Background: This ordinance is codifying language consistent with Wisconsin Statutes and changes  resulting from WI Act 73 adopted by the State in 2023.
Wis. Stat. § 134.65 - uniform licensing of cigarette, tobacco and electronic vaping devices.
Wis. Stat. §§ 134.65 (7) and (8) - ability to pursue non-renewal, revocation or suspension for frequent offenders.
Wis. Stat. § 134.66(2m) – training requirement.
Wis. Stats. §§ 995.15(1), (2), (3), (4), (5), (6), (7), and (8) – DOR maintained e-vape device registry and prohibiting the sale of e-vapes that are not included on the registry.
Federal minimum age of sale for tobacco products – implement age restriction consistent with federal law to persons to 21 years of age or older.
