I looked on the City of La Crosse website, but 
didn't see any notes or agenda notes on this issue. 
 
I was curious what the DOT came back with, are the 3rd and 4th street bike lanes officially off the table?   
 
I cannot express enough my opposition to this.  We are a local wine and liquor distributor in La Crosse, we've been 
doing business in La Crosse for almost 100 years.  In order to service the downtown establishments that use our 
product, it is imperative that we have SAFE parking and accessibility to these establishments for our drivers.  In order 
to do deliveries with large trucks, we need the street to park out front of the establishments to do deliveries, and the 
alleys are not an option.  There isn't enough room to maneuver, turn the trucks around, or safely pull out a ramp.  If 
3rd and 4th street parking is not accessible for delivery drivers, they would be forced to park many blocks away, how 
are they supposed to deliver product to these establishments?  They have to load over 300 pounds at a time onto a 
hand cart, they cannot walk that for multiple blocks in the snow, ice, rain, etc. and leave the trucks unattended (theft 
would be a big problem), sometimes they have over 100 cases to deliver.  What would be your solution to that? 
 
After the completion of the 2nd street bike lanes, we've heard nothing but complaints from our delivery drivers, semi 
drivers, and other folks about how difficult it is to either turn onto 2nd street, how narrow the road is now, and the 
strange poles sticking out of the ground are nothing more than a hazard.  We cannot afford to have more bike lanes 
installed to hinder trucks and semis getting in and out of downtown SAFTLEY.  Our business is located on Nelson Place 
behind Gundersen, just a few blocks from downtown.  The bike lanes that are now on 2nd Street and Market are 
useless, I drive on 2nd street multiple times a day, and I very rarely see anyone on the bike lanes, even during the 
spring and winter months.  The staging area for semis at 2nd and Market was completely taken away, and now they 
are staging in the street, which is extremely dangerous!  Cars cannot see around them, pedestrians cannot see around 
the cars or the semis.  Where are they supposed to wait to get into a dock?   
 
Honestly, this seems like it's a proposal to indulge a few bicyclists so that they can enjoy their hobby.  It's an 
expensive and very unnecessary project, I still haven't heard how this is supposed to make the businesses downtown 
more profitable and get more customers in the door?  A large majority of the citizens seem very much against 
this.  Aren't the bicycle lanes on 2nd street and 5th street enough for the very small amount of cyclists that we have? 
 
Convenient parking is vital to our downtown businesses.  This would only drive business north to more convenient 
locations in Onalaska and Holmen with better parking.   
 
There is a large group of us that would like to come in and speak to the council about this issue, we are extremely 
concerned about how this would affect our day to day lives of doing business, I'm very worried about the safety of my 
employees, my trucks, my product, and theft. 
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Is there a meeting set up in February where we can come and be heard?

I am writing to express my concerns regarding the proposed addition of bike lanes on 3rd and 4th Streets in 
downtown La Crosse.

Thank you for taking the time to reach out and share your thoughtful perspective  Not everyone with an opinion 
chooses to directly communicate with Council Members and I always appreciate those who take the time to do 
so.  It absolutely makes a difference for Council Members when deciding how to vote on a particular issue.  
 
While I appreciate the WI DOT taking time to create additional options regarding bike lanes, parking, and car 
lanes, I am not sure that any of the presented options feel adequate to meet all needs. 
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We are looking at updating an old corridor to attempt to meet new and future needs.  At some point, I feel we 
must acknowledge it cannot be everything to everyone. 
 
While I know there are numerous reasons to create and maintain bike lanes (climate friendly future, supporting 
additional modes of transportation, strong voices from bike advocates), I ultimately believe that in this specific 
route, I need to prioritize local businesses and their voices. 
 
I understand the newest plan decreases parking by only a few spaces.  Parking is not the only consideration.  I 
recently met with local trade union representatives who spoke about the need for easier access for their 
vehicles who need to get to downtown for construction or renovation or delivery.

Full Message: 
 
Thank you: I want to thank all City Council Members for their commitment to making downtown better for all who 
use it. Though the US 53 corridor project has, regrettably, turned into a heated and emotional matter, I commend the 
City Council for remaining level-headed and seeing through the fog of the partisan public discourse.  
 
I also commend the council for responding to and dispelling the many myths and specious links that have been drawn 
between bike lanes and traffic congestion, safety, and business success. Many citizens seem to believe that adding 
improved pedestrian and bicycle facilities in place of a few dozen parking spaces will paradoxically worsen traffic and 
starve businesses of customers. While research remains mixed on the effect of bicycle lanes and their impact on 
traffic and business success (effect varies greatly by type of intervention), we know that they increase accessibility in 
the downtown and are an integral part of the transportation network in a dense area like downtown.  
 
Regarding commitments: I would like to push for council members to not forget the recommendations established 
in the city's Climate Action Plan and Bicycle and Pedestrian Master Plan which promote separated cycling facilities 
along high-use corridors and not the shunting of these facilities onto side streets. Particularly, I want to draw 
attention to the inclusion of 3rd and 4th street bikeways in the Bike and Ped Master Plan. The newest alternative

proposal is a good marriage of priorities, but it should not be considered a lasting solution with respect to the city's 
overall goals as described in its own planning documents. 
 
Regarding parking, as you are all aware, the results from the city's parking study showed an excess of parking in the 
downtown core even when excluding private parking. If WisDOT Alternative 1 is selected, residents may feel that 
parking is inadequate because they may not be able to find a parking space immediately adjacent to their destination. 
This does not mean, however, that parking is actually insufficient for demand. There seems to have been a 
capitulation to this framing...Why conduct a parking study if the results will not be applied to local projects? 
 
Capitulation to parking concerns also signals the city's transportation priorities. City planning documents state a 
desire for more sustainable modes of transportation (both from a climate and space perspective) and a reduction in 
automobile trips. This means, to some degree, adding friction to driving (by removing parking, for example) and 
lessening friction for walking, cycling, and transit. Cars are a fantastic technology and incredibly useful outside the 
city, but from a space perspective, we cannot accommodate everyone wanting to drive into our beautiful downtown. 
Reducing automobile trips through viable alternatives to driving is the only way forward and this must be reflected 
along our main thoroughfares. 
 
Regarding the new WisDOT alternative: The new alternative presented by WisDOT looks promising for all road users. 
If this new alternative is selected, please express to WisDOT that it must come with robust intersection protections 
for bikers and pedestrians at the would-be transitional crossings at Vine St and King St. These intersections should 
be protected/Dutch-style intersections, or otherwise protect bikers (perhaps with a dedicated bicycle signal phase) 
during dangerous turns onto and off of these bicycle facilities (i.e. left turns).  
 
Additionally, if the new alternative proceeds, it would be interesting to hear from WisDOT about the feasibility of a 
retrofit of 3rd and 4th streets from Vine to King given future political will for bicycle facilities along that corridor 
materializes (i.e. removing parking for on-street protected bicycle facility).
