Summary/Purpose

[The purpose of this Ordinance is to ensure that adequate water supply and pressure are maintained for all customers, as well as to
minimize service disruptions, particularly during high-volume fire suppression system testing or operation.

Background

At fire system test that was conducted in 2025 riveresed the direction of water and pressures for a region in the distribution system. The
reversal impacted other customers and water quailty in the region. To prevent the quailty, pressure and direction from being impacted in
