Summary/Purpose

The purpose of this resolution is to satisfy the Surface Water Grant requirement to get approval from the common council. It is also a
requirement to indicates who will be responsible for the grant administration.

Background

The City has partnered with Habitat for Humanity and other organizations on ReNew the Block, a neighborhood revitalization project that
combines home repairs, stormwater mitigation, community orchards, and school programming all in one block. The project began at
Lincoln Middle School. Since the school is facing redevelopment, the project is relocating to Logan Middle School. Habitat for Humanity

staff approached the City because municipalities automatically qualify for the DNR's Surface Water Grant. The funds will go to a single
contractor doing landscaping work for the project.

Fiscal Impact

While the grant requires a 25% match (56,250 for a $25,000 grant), partner organizations are far-exceeding the match amount through
monetary donations and in-kind contributions and will not require a contribution from the City.
