	Location: Tax Parcel #17-50781-420, located on Green Bay Street between 1710 Losey Boulevard South (City of La Crosse Fire Station #3), and 1702 Colorado Court.
	Summary/Purpose: In accordance with Wisconsin statutes chapters 236 and 66, the governing body must first vote to waive (or release) the dedication before the land may be sold to the developer.
	Background: Tax Parcel #17-50781-420 (the parcel) is a relatively narrow strip of land, approximately 300' x 30' and is situtated between the new housing development on the former Naval Reserve Center site and Fires Station #3 on Green Bay Street.  In 2006, the Common Council resolved that future land use of the Naval Reserve Center should include a memorial and established a special fund and oversight committee to establish a memorial.  Approixmately $4,100 exists in this fund today.  In 2010, the Common Council approved a memorial plat dedication on the parcel, which was subsequently recorded with the La Crosse County Register of Deeds.  No development of any kind has occurred on the parcel. The City mows and otherwise maintains the parcel.  In 2018, the city entered into an agreement with Spies Construction, LLC to develop the former Naval Reserve site into a pocket neighborhood.  In 2023, Spies formally requested the inclusion of the parcel in the development for residents to use as green and garden space.  Spies and the Homeowners Association are open to a portion of the parcel being retained for a memorial.
	Fiscal Impact: The City current expends costs maintaining the parcel.  Selling a portion of the parcel would add to the tax base and enhance neighborhood vitalization.
	Staff Recommendation: Legal Department recommends approval.
