Summary/Purpose

The existing road is a connecting highway. Mormon Coulee Road, is a principal arterial with an urban section in the City of La Crosse. At the
intersection with Birch Street, USH 14 is a four-lane divided highway with negatively offset left turn lanes. The intersection is controlled by
traffic signals. This intersection ranked 24th in La Crosse County, by HSIP crash value, amongst all signalized intersections.

This project will improve intersection safety. The project will install monotube traffic signals on all four legs. The left turn lanes on USH 14
will be improved to create a positive offset.

Background

The construction will be completed with a 90-10 split and will be constructed in 2031.
