The Board of Public Works shall
advertise for bids and supervise ~ ~ ~ ~

construction of the improvements in

accordance with the report hereby

adopled and take such other and y
Swo proper steps to effectuate this reso- 2> NS
ution.

Payment for the improvements
shall be made by assessing the en-
tire cost to the property benefited as
indicated in the report.

The Council determines that as-
sessments shown on the report rep-
resent an exercise of the police
power for the health, safety and
genuml welfare of the City and its in-

abitants and have been deter-
mined on a reasonable basis and
are hereby confirmed.

Assessments may be paid in cash
or shall be payable over a period of
ten years or fifteen years to the City
Treasurer. Instalimenls shall be
placed on the next tax roll after the
due date for collection and shall
bear interest at the rate established
by the Council per annum on the un-
paid balance from January 1st of the
year following the lavy.

Assessments for water main levied
against the %r:perty at 1234 Farmnam
Court shall be delayed for 10 years

and may be pald in installments
over a 10 or 15 year period. Install-
ments shall be placed on the next
tax roll after the due date for collec-
tion and shall bear interest at the "
